In 1955 he was hired by Seaboard World Airlines as the first African
Ameican captain of a U.S. scheduled airline. Between 1955 & 1968,
Captain Martin flew the DC-3, DC-4, Lockheed Constellation and CanadAir
CL-44 for Seaboard World Airlines.
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Captain Martin felt strongly about helping th emerging nations of Africa and
often used his vacation time to fly needed supplies to the people of the
emerging nations.

Unfortunately, on July 1, 1968, while flying a mercy mission to Biafra, Africa,
August Martin was killed while trying to land on a highway in a rainstorm.
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
