What is a roundabout?

Roundabouts are unsignalized circular intersections
designed to maximize safety and minimize delay.
Traffic circulates counter-clockwise around the
central island. Entering vehicles must yield to all
traffic already in the roundabout.

Roundabout benefits

» Reduces injury crashes by 75% and fatal crashes by
90%.

» Overall reduction of crashes by 30 to 40% since
their inception in North America.

» Increases efficient traffic flow up to 50%.
» Benefits the environment by reducing emissions.
» Decreases fuel consumption by as much as 30%.

» Costs less than traffic signals and does not require
expensive equipment or maintenance.

Driving in circles can be a good thing,
if it means you get where you want
to go quicker and safer. That's
why MnDOT has begun incorporating
roundabouts into Minnesota’s road
network.
