Seeder, Snow/Ice Equipment. 

 
2.2 Trailer and/or Trailer Mounted Equipment 

Examples: Air Compressors, Generators, Vactors, Portable Traffic Control Devices, Trailers, Paving 
Equipment 

 
2.3 Agriculture Equipment 

Examples: Tractors, Attachments, Implements, Sprayers 
 
2.4 Construction Equipment 

Examples: Trenchers, Skidsteers, Loaders, Backhoes, Excavators, Motor Graders, Rollers, 
Compactors, Boring Equipment, Conveyors, Crawler/Dozers, Drag Line, Paving Equipment, Trash 
Pumps, Lights Towers, Snow/Ice Equip, Hydraulic Hammers, Ground Thawing, Cement Equip.
