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Interchange History

The I-35W/I-494 interchange was constructed in the 1960s. Fifty three years later the interchange supports
more than 290,000 daily and serves as a key access point between the western and eastern Twin Cities. High
traffic volumes, economic growth along the corridor and harsh weather conditions have led to longstanding
congestion, safety, and fl ooding issues at the interchange. After reviewing the results of numerous types

of studies, the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MnDOT) initiated an Highway 494 and I-35W
Interchange Improvement Project that will improve safety, reduce congestion, and improve access to transit
alternatives.
