DIVISION 2. OPERATION Of BICYCLES

Sec. 55-4-11. Operation of bicycles — Persons under twelve years of age

no person under the age of 12 years shall operate a bicycle upon any street, highway
or alley of the City, provided, that such person under twelve 12 years of age may
operate a bicycle on the sidewalks of the city.

Sec. 55-4-12. Same — Persons twelve to seventeen years of age

any person over the age of 12 years and under the age of 17 years may operate a
bicycle upon the streets, highways, and alleys of the City, provided, that such person
has in his possession the written consent of the parent or quardian to do so

Sec. 55-4-13. Same — Police to notify parents of violations

If there is any violation of section 55-4-21 or section 55-4-22 of this Code, the Police
department shall notify the parent or guardian of the violation, giving the details of the
violation, and shall recommend the confiscation of the bicycle by the parent or guardian
for a period of not more than six months
