Prior to the project, Stevens County Road 5 was a 5-ton roadway. It was partially surfaced with bituminous for dust control near Morris Industrial Park, landfill and active gravel pits. It also was partially aggregate surfaced near several farms, one of which is a 2,000-head dairy operation.  Stevens County used local funds to re-grade and enhance vertical curves, sight distances, horizontal curves, road width, and road slopes for safety. LRIP funds of $300,000 and $745,443 of State Aid and local funds were used to contract an Aggregate Base and Bituminous Surface for a 10-ton roadway instead of a 9-ton roadway.
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
