Intersection of CSAH 12 and CSAH 17
State Aid Project 82-612-11
Washington County CSAH 12 is a minor arterial route in the City of Grant between Stillwater and Mahtomedi that parallels TH 36 1.5 miles to the north.  The 2004 average daily traffic counts showed 6,400 vehicles per day (vpd) on CSAH 12 and 3,000 vpd on CSAH 17.  Traffic turning from westbound CSAH 12 to southbound CSAH 17 has increased since Mn/DOT installed a traffic signal at the intersection of TH 36 and CSAH 17.  Over forty percent of the CSAH 12 westbound vehicles in the morning peak hours and almost 30 percent during the evening peak hours turn south onto CSAH 17.  The project has eliminated passing on the shoulder and reduced the potential for rear-end crashes by providing vehicles with a dedicated left-turn lane. $168,000 LRIP funds were spent to complete this project.
